Connecticut State Grange Scholarship

Eligibility:

The student will provide an official transcript to demonstrate good
high school performance.

We require two (2) letters of recommendation to be attached to this form: One detailing your
academic achievements (teacher, principal, superintendent, or guidance counselor); one detailing
your community service (Grange Master or other officer, clergyman, etc.).

Selection Criteria:

The criteria to evaluate candidates will include academic performance, high values and positive
characteristics, a history of service in the Grange and community and of volunteering to help others.
Also of importance will be their motivation and interests as well as their achievements and awards.
